The tiles created through this project will be used locally and internationally to create murals that uplift and inspire.  Some tiles will go to a local AIDS service organization while others will travel to the United States to become part of at least two international murals, one that will be exhibited at the Global Fund to Fight AIDS, Tuberculosis and Malaria in Geneva, and the other to South Africa and possibly India, where the figures for AIDS infection and mortality are the most alarming.
